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The Memory Garden conjurs an imagined journey into another time.
Momentous occasions and foggy recollections are celebrated within.
Knowing we must move forward, the past is released, but the lessons saved by heart.

The Memory Garden presents an enclosed sanctuary for reflection and remembrance. A familiar path is carved through gently rolling beds of flowering and woodland plants.
The seasonal changes are embroidered in a rich tapestry of texture, fragrance and color. The trail is clearly marked with stepping stones at thresholds and transitions,
but its definition is otherwise subtle with edges blurred by foliage. Occasional distinction of form ñan arcing line of trees, a stone circle, an abbreviated line fo benchesñ
suggests a forgotten past, hidden meaning or future relevance. The garden may be left open to the sky, encouraging a profuse growth of flower and foliage, or
shaded by canopy trees to shelter a subdued woodland paradise. The Sacred Space affords the opportunity for nostalgic musing or sincere remembrance.

Subltly rolling landforms emerge and lay ground
for verdant groundcover.

A mosaic of understory plant life composes a narrative
of sequential spaces and distinct places through the garden.

Existing trees & shrubs are kept in place or rearranged
into the garden narrative.

A clearly arcing line of ornamental trees defines a graceful garden wall,
marking the garden boundaries without discouraging a view in.

A vine trellis frames views or windows into the garden.

A curious round terrace may set a stage for the performance of ritual,
designate the placement of a memorial, or establish a locus for
the focus of conciousness

A Bench is located as beckoning destination,
nestled within the airy recesses of the Sacred Space.
(others may be tucked just inside the garden entrance,
providing a place to meet for quiet conversation).

The path is clarified at special passageways
both into and within the garden.

Canopy trees congregated in this area create a shaded respite
without compromising the park's grand view west.
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
